Last week one of my clients, who
sells synthetic oil, stopped by and
we were discussing the price of
gas. | have known this gentleman
for many years, and he always
talks business and | listen.

Drive sensibly - Higher speed, rapid acceleration,
and using the brakes to slow down rapidly all
waste gas. This can lower gas mileage by 33% at
highway speeds and around 5% around town.

Proper maintenance of your car - Keeping your
car in tune, checking and replacing air filters, and
keeping the tires properly inflated help to save gas.
